e You need a minimum 2.7 GPA in all courses taken in Fall/Winter Session for promotion ART 136 (or ART 134) 3%
to the next year of this program.

e You need a minimum grade of B- (2.7) averaged between the relevant prerequisite ART 137 (or ART/DES 3xx or higher) 3 %
courses in order to proceed to the next level. (See HADVC for exception) DES 139 (or ART/DES 3xx or higher) 3 %

e A minimum of 30 credits must be completed while registered in the BDes program. ART 240 3%

e “Senior” level means 200-level courses or higher.
