Simplified readings prepare students to read authentic literature

Reading is major component in Nova. Starting from
the position that strong reading skills are based on a
strong oral language foundation the Nova program
provides print and reading activities tied into the
Dialogues, Echo-Acting, as well as Read Aloud
Books developed for use in a shared book approach.

A literacy set will develop if students have a positive
experience of being read to — they will want to
read. Modeling reading and showing that Ukrainian
is read by people creates the desire in the children

to emulate that model. It familiarizes children with
standard written Ukrainian. It introduces them to the
nature of Ukrainian books and to various elements of
the language.

The Read Aloud Books are very simple books,

not literary pieces. They are designed to acquaint
children with familiar words in print, reinforce
vocabulary learned orally, and accustom students
to the routine of daily reading. They are integrated
with other Nova components and are intended to
reinforce concepts and vocabulary.

As the series progresses, there is a growth in both
the length and difficulty of the passages and the
presentation techniques. Once teachers become
familiar with their students'interests, other stories
may be substituted for the ones suggested.
