Ukrainian Community Organizations that Support

Language Education: AUCS

In his history of the Alberta Ukrainian Commemo-
rative Society (AUCS),* Petro Savaryn (200) noted
that over the course of that organization’s first two
decades half a million dollars had been disbursed
for myriad Ukrainian activities and projects. The
AUCS evolved from the project of the Ukrainian
Cultural Heritage Village (UCHV) and was incorpo-
rated on 8 January 1980. The UCHV, which had
opened a few years or so earlier, was among the pri-
orities for the nascent AUCS. The latter was a sup-
porter of the Ukrainian pioneer family monument,
which was unveiled at the Ukrainian Cultural Herit-
age Village on 10 August 1980. Then after its first
casino on 22 and 23 May 1981, the AUCS made a
donation directly to the UCHV and another toward
a bust of Joseph Oleskiw situated in the same. A
further contribution was directed toward the recon-
struction of the Ukrainian Bookstore in Fort Ed-
monton.

Among the leaders of the AUCS during its first
twenty years were Ivan Batiuk, Vasyl Kunda, Vira
Kunda, Petro Savaryn, and Dmytro Todosijczuk. A
major cause espoused by the AUCS was the Chil-
dren of Chornobyl Fund, a humanitarian initiative
that provided aid for chil-

At the AGM, reports
were read and submitted by Prof. Ilnytzkyj and
AUCS’s treasurer, Prof. Yurij Kotovych, and much
discussion centred on the various community pro-
jects that had been supported by the Society. Past
president and co-founder Petro Savaryn drew atten-
tion to the considerable sums that the AUCS had
dispensed over the course of its three-decade histo-
ry for the needs of the community. Some of the pro-

grams and organizations supported by the AUCS have
been long-standing, such as the Ukrainian Bilingual
Association of Alberta, Ukrainian youth associations
(Plast and SUM), the Ukrainian Music Society of Al-
berta, the Ivan Franko School of Ukrainian Studies,
and St. Michael’s Extended Care Society. Others have
been academic, such as the Shevchenko Scientific So-
ciety of Canada and programs at the University of Al-
berta’s Department of Modern Languages and Cultur-
al Studies and Canadian Institute of Ukrainian Studies
(including ULEC). An ongo-
ing project of the Shevchenko
Scientific Society-Edmonton
Branch has been the publica-
tion of a series of volumes—
titled Zakhidnokanads’kyi
zbirnyk—about Ukrainian
organizational life in Alberta
and other topics. The AUCS
has been a regular sponsor of
scholarships for high school and university students
and has been among the sponsors of the annual Taras
Shevchenko concert, an event organized by the
Ukrainian Canadian Congress-Edmonton Branch and
the Ukrainian Music Society of Alberta.

Bright, ambitious, and with strong mathematical skills, he first
learned to be a bookkeeper and later became a
chartered accountant, eventually establishing his
own highly successful accounting firm while astute-
ly investing in real estate and other businesses. Pe-
ter married Doris Radesh, an Alberta-born daugh-
ter of immigrants from Bukovyna, in 1943, and to-
gether they determined to share their fortune with
a host of Canadian universities for the advance-
ment of scholarship, research, and innovation. May
Peter enjoy good health and happiness in his 101st
year, knowing that he has many friends and admir-
ers who care deeply for him!

Ludvik Marianych: The Renaissance Man

It was just before Christmas in
2019. All 70 of us from the St.
Andrew’s Ukrainian Orthodox
Church’s school had gathered for
some festive traditional Ukraini-
an treats and to share in the joy
of Christmas carols before the
year ended. At the piano, where
he could often be found, our
fearless leader and the passion-
ate, loving, and able vice-
principal of the Ukrainian lan-
guage school, Louis (Ludvik)
Marianych sat. Very ill that
Christmas, he knew it would be
his last but he didn’t want to let
himself, his students or his staff
down by not attending, not play-
ing or not singing. Barely able to
stand, he took his place on the
bench and began with the tradi-
tional, Boh Predvichnyi, God
Eternal. With tears in our eyes,
many of us let out a rousing
round of the carol as we joined
Ludvik who took such delight in
the carols, the food, the friends,
and the festivities of the season.
As we gathered around the sweet
kutia and khrustyky, I noted
Ludvik was resting head down
on the piano keys. I offered him
a cup of tea or some goodies but
he said he was now too tired to
partake. At the end of the even-
ing, he slowly and painfully
packed up his music and closed
an important chapter in his and
our life.

On January 28, 2020 Ludvik,
the teacher, administrator, mu-
sician, performer and genealo-
gist passed from this world to
the next at the young age of 67.
Over his lifetime he served on
many boards and organizations.
Most notably, he was a member
of the Friends of the Ukrainian
Village Society (FoUVS) on
whose board he served for sever-
al years. Ludvik spent much of
his time as a volunteer teacher
and musician at various special

events at the Ukrainian Cultural
Heritage Village and for other
organizations such as St. An-
drew’s in Edmonton.

One of Marianych’s great pas-
sions was his Ukrainian lan-
guage and culture which he kept
alive through his performing
group, Chaika (Seagull). Five to
twenty students performed on a
variety of instruments under
Ludvik’s baton. “Ludvik cared a
great deal about fostering an in-
clusive environment for players
of a variety of skill levels and
wasn’t too bothered with the
composition of the orchestra. I
don’t think I had as much fun
playing anywhere as I did with
Ludvik,” said Michael Arm-
strong a language student of St.
Andrew’s and a Chaitka member.
The group performed at many
events showcasing Ukrainian
culture such as Heritage days,
the Pysanka Festival in Vegre-
ville, UFest, and Shevchenko or
koliady concerts, to name a few.
If it was Ukrainian and his stu-
dents could shine, Ludvik was
there. In preparation for this
article, I counted more that 59
performances with his beloved
Chaika between 2001-2019.

To date, over
$5000 have been donated in
Ludvik’s memory for the award.

New Bilingual Booklet for the Primary Grades

Is there a little Ukrainian dancer in your classroom or fami-
ly? This lyrical poem, written in English and Ukrainian, will
take young readers on a dancing dream into the night sky! A
woven sash (poyas) becomes magical in the moonlight, giv-

ing a little boy a unique dancing adventure among the stars.

The booklet includes explanatory notes for several dance
steps to encourage practice at school (e.g., Physical Educa-
tion curriculum, Health curriculum) or at home with older
siblings or parents. Parents who were once “Ukrainian danc-
ers” have an opportunity to demonstrate their own dance
skills while reading with their children.

Key words and symbols reflect Ukrainian Canadian cultural
elements. The book fills a need for sources of literature that
reflect the lives of children living in Ukrainian cultural com-
munities in Canada. A quote from a recent article in the
online publication The Conversation reaffirms that children
need to ‘see themselves’ in reading material.

“Children need access to stories that authentically repre-
sent their lived lives. Educators and parents who are select-

ing picture books for children should examine the illustrations as
well as the words, seeking titles that are representative of the
world we live in. Audiences need diverse characters who are por-
trayed respectfully and accurately in terms of culture, language,
religion, social class, ability, sexual orientation and gender.”

Bohdan Kolos: Teacher In-Service in Ukraine

Bohdan Kolos is a retired secondary school teacher and administrator, a Plast scouting leader, a member
of the Board with the Canada-Ukraine Foundation and an Elder in his church. When Covid-19 is finally
under control, he is looking forward to travelling, hiking and camping with his grandchildren.

You worked many years as a teacher, admin-
istrator and advocate for public education in
Ontario. Simultaneously, you developed a
significant exchange between teachers in
Canada and those in Ukraine. Could you tell
us about this 25-year legacy?

It’s been more than 18 months since I have trav-
elled to Ukraine, and all because of the Covid pan-
demic. I have been flying quite regularly to Ukraine
since the mid-1990s, almost yearly. There are some
personal projects in Ukraine close to my heart that
require an in-person connection.

Yearly, or almost at every opportunity, I visit
Dzherelo, Children’s Rehab Centre in Lviv. A young
people’s scholarship award circuit requires my trav-
elling to five small towns and distributing student
stipends in Western Ukraine. I always make time to
meet with Plast Scout leaders and visit with my

Institute of Teacher
Professional Develop-
ment with the Ukrain-
ian World Congress
and the Canada-
Ukraine Foundation
(CUF) opens many
doors. Once we began

the Ukrainian program in 1996 with the support of
a past President of CUF, Roman Petryshyn, we

moved right along.

For almost twenty-five years, the Institute has orga-
nized a team of qualified specialist Canadian teach-
ers who travel to Ukraine in the summer and pre-
sent additional qualification courses for Ukrainian
teachers. In Ukraine, teachers are required to at-
tend approved upgrading courses at least once eve-
ry five years. The most recent Summer Institute-
2019 was held in Lviv and Mukachevo, in the

Zakarpattia Oblast.

In the early years, the Canadian volunteer teachers
included Nadia Luciw, Oksana Wynnyckyj-
Yusypovych, and Bohdan Kolos, who have continued
with the program. The courses were held in various
cities: Lviv, Ternopil, Odesa, Lutsk, Kharkiv, and the
outskirts of Kyiv. The Oblast authorities would suggest
which classes they would like to have presented, and
we sought out the appropriate Ukrainian-speaking
presenters. We always needed to find assistant teach-
ers who knew the local language to make sure there
were no misunderstandings. Initially, the need was to
translate the sprinkling of Russian words. Currently,
one needs a sensitive sharp ear to pick up the unex-
pected anglicized technical jargon.

The courses have had fi-
nancial support from vari-
ous Canadian government
agencies, professional as-
sociations, and Ukrainian-
Canadian and even Ameri-
can financial institutions.
In some years, we have
had to pay our own way
entirely. The Ukrainian
hosts would usually find
the funds to cover the
costs of our housing in
hostels or student dormi-
tories, as well as pay the
costs for the local teacher participants.

We have had classes in English-as-a-second language,
the Holodomor, Early Childhood Education, and En-
trepreneurship. Recently we have delivered courses as
requested by the local authorities. Bohdan Kolos de-
veloped the Principals course, as did others according
to their specialties: Christina Yurchuk (Vice-
Principals), Oksana Wynnyckyj-Yusypovych
(Elementary panel), Sophia Berezowsky (Ukrainian
Language and Literature), Melania Kovaluk (school
psychologists), Borislav Bilash II (Science), Iryna
Perehinets (Foreign Languages), and Christine Zelt-
way (Mathematics). The summer of 2020 saw the var-
ious subject teams working on-line on the production
of manuals for our courses.

After the world comes to grips with masks, distancing,
isolation and, hopefully, vaccination, we can once
again come together in Ukraine to have person-to-
person in-servicing.

Ukrainian language becomes obligatory for the service industry

As of January 16, stores, cafes, gas stations and all
other private businesses are required to provide
their services to clients in Ukrainian.

The new provision is part of the ongoing implemen-
tation of Ukraine’s language law adopted under ex-
President Petro Poroshenko in April 2019.

Businesses that do not comply with the new rule
face a $200 fine. The fine will be issued only after
repeated violations.

However, not much will change for non-Ukrainian
speakers because the law allows businesses to
switch to another language at the client’s re-

quest. However, those who prefer to be serviced in
Ukrainian now can now demand that businesses
oblige.

New rules

According to the new regulations, a customer must
be greeted and provided with services in Ukrainian.
If the customer desires to switch to another lan-
guage, the service provider can do so at the custom-
er’s request.

The website of a business that sells any goods or
services must also be in Ukrainian by default, yet
can have other languages available as secondary
options.

The law specifies that a customer is not obligated to
use Ukrainian and can communicate in any lan-
guage. The law specifically mentions that it doesn’t
regulate the use of a language in private life and
during religious ceremonies.

A business can be fined if it declines to service cus-
tomers in Ukrainian, which is the sole official lan-
guage in Ukraine. If a business refuses or cannot
provide services in other languages, such as English
or Russian, it is not subject to a fine.

Under the law, the position of Language Ombuds-
man was created, and has responsibility to ensure
the implementation of the law. The Office of the
Language Ombudsman Taras Kremen is responsi-
ble for issuing fines for violations of the law.

If a complaint is filed, the office will give a 30-day
notice to the business to comply. If a second com-
plaint is filed, a fine will be issued. During recent
interviews, Kremen stated that fines will be the last
resort.

Language law

The law on the Ukrainian language has stirred de-
bate ever since it was drafted.

Many support the law as a way to strengthen the
position of the Ukrainian language, Ukraine’s only
official language, while critics argue that it harms
the interests of ethnic minorities in Ukraine.

In reality, the law does not much change Ukraine’s
established status quo in which Ukrainian, Russian,
and English are used by mutual consent.

The so-called “language law” was adopted by par-
liament on April 25, 2019, in the last weeks of the
presidency of Poroshenko.

Just days before the law was passed, Poroshenko
lost the presidential election to Volodymyr Zelen-
sky in a landslide after building his campaign on
accusations that his opponent is a pro-Russian can-
didate. Strengthening the Ukrainian language was a
key component of Poroshenko’s re-election cam-
paign. After the inauguration, Zelensky promised to
review the language law, yet nothing followed.

Most of the language law came into force on July
16, 2019. It regulates the use of the Ukrainian lan-
guage in all spheres of public life.

The law is set to promote the Ukrainian language
and decrease the influence of Russian which is spo-
ken by around half of the population.

The law provides a 90 per cent quota for Ukrainian-
language content for national television and radio
broadcasters, publishing houses are required to
have at least 50 per cent of their books in Ukraini-
an, Additionally, starting from the 5th grade, all
public education in Ukraine must be conducted in
Ukrainian.

The law also envisions the creation of free Ukraini-
an language courses for those who need assistance.
However, this provision remains unaddressed, with
the budget to date having allocated no money for
the establishment of such courses.

Service sector switched to Ukrainian language on January 16, 2021

On Saturday, January 16 Article 30 of the Law of Ukraine on ensuring the functioning of Ukrainian as an of-
ficial language came into effect.

This means that:

o all enterprises, institutions, organizations (shops, online
stores, shopping centers, etc.) must serve and provide all in-
formation, primarily in the state language;

e representatives of the service sector regardless of the form of
ownership have a duty to serve consumers and provide infor-
mation about goods and services in Ukraine only in the state
language;

¢ if, in addition to the state language, information about goods
and services is also provided in other languages, the amount
of information about goods and services in the state language
cannot be less than the required amount of information;

e other languages can only be used upon customer request.
Violators will face $ 181-240 fines.

At the same time, representatives of the service sector will not face financial penalties immediately. A fine
will be issued only in case of a systematic violation of the law.

‘Mavka. The Forest Song’: A Slavic Heroine Spreads Her Wings

A beautiful Ukrainian wood nymph’s fantastic ad-
ventures are at the heart of the upcoming CG-
animated feature Mavka. The Forest Song. The lov-
ingly crafted movie, which is produced by Ukraini-
an media group Film.UA and its subsidiary An-
imagrad Animation Studio, promises to be quite a
cultural event when it is released in theaters in

2022.

The film’s producers Iryna Kostyuk and Egor Ole-
sov point out that the film’s key sources of inspira-
tion are Ukrainian and Slavic mythology as well as
some of the literary classics of the region, including
The Forest Song, a famous poem by Lesya Ukrain-
ka. “Our main character is a unique, complex and
powerful female icon that has never been brought
out to the world before, especially in animation
form, which is universal language,” says Kostyuk.
“Mavka is a creature of ancient legends transformed
into a symbol of undying love by the genius of poet-
ess Lesya Ukrainka. While the animated movie is
rich in Slavic authenticity and charm, we believe
that its central plot and themes have universal ap-

peal for audiences of all
ages.”

Adds Olesov, “Mavka is
quite a well-known char-
acter in Ukraine. That’s
why the power of the
brand is huge locally,
which allowed us to ink
and get out into a nation-
wide retail numerous li-
censing deals well in ad-
vance of the premier of the
actual movie, which is tru-
ly a unique case. Ukraine
celebrates Lesya Ukrain-
ka’s 150th birthday nation-
ally in 2021 and this sig-
nificant cultural event
holds a lot of meaning for
our team and this project.
Thus, a number of events
will be held by our team

with the support from state institutions such as the
Ministry of Culture of Ukraine and State Film Agen-

cy.

The producers also point out that the film carries
out two important missions that are close to their
hearts. “One is spotlighting environmental issues in
Ukraine, raising awareness of the extinction of en-

dangered species of flora and fauna of the region,
some of which are featured in the movie,” says Kost-
yuk. “The other is exporting the diversity of Ukraini-
an and Slavic heritage worldwide.”

Both producers are quite passionate about their film’s
environmental message. “One of our goals was to
spotlight the issues of deforestation in Ukraine and
the extinction of rare animal and plant species,” ex-
plains Kostyuk. “To raise awareness, Mavka’s forest
will be populated with some animals from the endan-
gered list, such as a lynx, bison, black stork and
brown bear, and some of them play quite the role in
the plot. We used real Ukrainian forests as location
references for the film. During the script stage, our
Mavka team used consultants from WWF Ukraine,
who held lectures, workshops and an expedition to
forests for our animators, so that the magical forest
and its inhabitants in the animated feature felt as au-
thentic and alive as possible.”

“We also initiated a long-term charity project titled
‘Save the Lynx!” in support of the Eurasian lynx and
its extinction,” she adds. “The money raised by this
campaign, including part of the proceeds from the
sale of licensed goods under the Mavka brand, is used
to study the population of this rare species. This cam-
paign won a United Nations Global Compact in
Ukraine Partnership for Sustainability Award.”

Also high on the list of the production’s initiatives is
using the movie to spread awareness of Ukrainian
culture and literary classics. “We have all the support
of the state, which recognizes the importance of the
project to the nation as well as its international po-
tential,” notes Kostyuk. “The project has twice re-
ceived funding from the State Film Agency of
Ukraine: first in September 2016 and then in October
2020. The state has been helpful throughout this pro-
ject and a lot of plans are set for 2021 to coincide with
the 150th anniversary of The Forest Song‘s author.”

On the marking of 50

years since the an-

nouncement of the

policy of Multicultur-

alism in Canada,

2021 offers an oppor-

tunity to take stock

and reflect on the

question: To what

extent and in what

ways has Multiculturalism impacted education in Alberta and/or Canada? Since its adoption in 1971 in response
to the cross-Canada hearings that formed a part of the Bilingualism and Bicultural commission, the policy has
been both praised and challenged. Supporters of multiculturalism at the time asserted that the policy promoted
and built an inclusive and accepting Canadian society, in which minorities of all descriptions were able to main-
tain their own unique cultures and ethnic identities. On the other hand, critics have posited that multiculturalism
discouraged interethnic dialogue, did not address social or systemic racism, and most importantly, did not at-
tend to the longstanding divides between mainstream orientations to questions of rights and those of Indigenous
peoples.

This symposium invited scholars from diverse fields of education to listen deeply and critically across disciplines,
reflect on and envision the following:
e How can we shape a more inclusive future for Canadians?

e What are the national and provincial multicultural and educational policies and practices that have arisen,
fallen and/or endured since the announcement of Multiculturalism in 1971, what can we learn from them
and how might they contribute to the next 50 years?

e How can these policies and practices support official bilingualism and the Indigenous Languages Act, the
TRC Calls to Action, equity, diversity, and inclusion?

e Does multiculturalism have a future role in Canadian education?
