Dr. Peter N. McCracken Legacy Scholarship
DESCRIPTION OF AWARD: 

The Dr. Peter N. McCracken Legacy Scholarship is made possible by donations in recognition of Dr. McCracken’s many contributions to geriatric medicine and to the mentorship of students. The purpose of the scholarship is to provide granting opportunities to enable students to participate in research activities.  
VALUE AND DURATION: 
Up to two scholarships of $1,500 each may be awarded annually. 

ELIGIBILITY: 
The applicant is registered in a graduate (Masters, PhD, or MD) program (course based or thesis based) at the University of Alberta with a focus on geriatrics/gerontology.  Disciplines include, but are not limited to, medicine, rehabilitation medicine, nursing, pharmacy, and psychology.
As part of the conditions of the award, at the end of one year, the successful grant recipient(s) is required to submit a one-page summary of their project to the selection committee as well as present at Geriatric Grand Rounds held at the Glenrose Rehabilitation Hospital.

An applicant may not hold this scholarship more than once. 
SELECTION PROCESS: 
Selection of the recipient(s) will be made by a committee appointed by the Director, Older Adult Rehabilitation.  Selection will be based on academic merit, as indicated by grades and indices of professional development, research plans and commitment to the field of geriatrics/gerontology. The Scholarship Award recipient will be acknowledged at Geriatric Grand Rounds, Dr. Peter McCracken Memorial Lecture and at the meeting of the GRH Foundation Board.

6. A brief letter of support from an individual (not related and normally this would be the student’s academic supervisor), who can comment on the applicant’s research capacity and interest in the field (maximum of 1 page).

5. Copy of official university transcripts.
