Course Description and Objectives: 

The objectives of this course are to increase students’ linguistic and writing abilities. The 

course will place emphasis on analytic reading and on several types of written 

expression, such as description, narration, and argumentation. The course will be 

organized around three main activities: reading, analyzing, and commenting texts; 

practical exercises to acquire vocabulary and understand the fundamentals of stylistics; 

writing exercises. The course also has an informational literacy component to enable the 

student to make use of library resources in an appropriate manner.
