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Course Description and Objectives: 

SWED 111 is designed to develop ability in reading and writing Swedish, with a strong 

emphasis on the development of comprehension and oral communication skills. During 

this process, the student participates in a wide variety of interactive activities and is also 

exposed to contemporary Swedish culture. This course not only encourages the student 

to think critically about the principles of grammar as they relate to the Swedish language, 

but also stimulates an in-depth understanding of the principles by which language 

functions in general. Materials: textbook, workbook, film and recordings including 

music and spoken word.
