Course Description: 

Beginners’ Swedish (SWED 111) is designed to develop ability in reading and writing 

Swedish with a strong emphasis on the development of comprehension and oral and 

written communication. During this process you will participate in a wide variety of 

interactive activities and be exposed to contemporary Swedish culture. Activities 

consisting of individual, paired, and small group work are designed to give you ample 

opportunity not just to actively practice your speaking ability but also to develop your 

language skills for real-life situations outside the classroom. Moreover, the inclusion of 

music and film will offer a unique approach to enhance your awareness of Swedish culture 

while aiding in the practice of communication skills. 

 

Course Objectives: 

At the end of this course you should be able to communicate in Swedish about everyday 

life, studies, jobs, leisure activities, interests, family, friends, food, and more. In addition, 

you should be able to use spoken Swedish in a variety of situations such as those 

encountered while traveling or studying abroad. You should be able to write complete 

sentences and short paragraphs, be comfortable with spoken Swedish used in the 

classroom, and be able to read short texts emphasizing various aspects of Swedish culture.

Swedish: Sätt i gång – Kapitel 1-20 (textbook/workbook exercises provided as PDF). A 

Swedish to English glossary based on the vocabulary in this text will also be provided.

Explanatory Notes on Assignments: 

 

General:  

Announcements about tests, quizzes, homework, and other assignments will be made both 

in class and on eClass. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to check eClass for the 

assignment. Due to the limited number of photocopies I am permitted to make per student, 

it is also your responsibility to check eClass daily and upon request to print out any 

additional handouts or assignments and bring them to class. In certain cases, electronic 

access is sufficient. Preparedness is your responsibility, so please have all necessary texts 

and materials when you come to class.

Oral Work: Participation, and Attendance – 15%:  

This portion of your final grade is based on your participation level during class, your 

willingness to take part in pair and/or small group work, and attendance. Poor attendance 

will be reflected in this part of your grade. Your daily grade is based on the degree to 

which you: 

• Attend class regularly, arrive on time, and remain for the entire duration; 

• Are engaged and focused during both pair/group and individual work; 

• Demonstrate you have studied the material and completed all written homework 

to the best of your ability;  

• Show respect for your classmates’ contributions to class;  

• Take responsibility to ask for clarification of an assignment when necessary;  

 

NOTE: You may miss (for whatever reason: illness, family wedding, etc.) three classes 

without an adverse effect to your final grade. More than three absences during the 

semester, however, will result in a reduction of your final participation mark by one letter 

grade for each additional absence above three. Please note, this does not mean you may 

miss more classes with a note, a valid excuse, etc. Also note that film screenings are 

required. If you fail to attend a film screening or leave in the middle, you will be counted 

absent.     

 

Written Work – 10%:  

This portion of your final grade is based on your written work including homework, short 

essays, and assignments completed in and outside of class. Short essays will be collected, 

corrected, and returned with a letter grade. In some instances, a “rewrite” or final draft 

will be done. Completed exercises assigned from the book will not be collected; however, 

we will go over these in class. In certain cases, answer keys will be posted on the overhead 

or eClass, so you can check yourself. If it’s apparent to me that you’ve not done the 

homework, it will reflect in this part of your grade.  

 

Quizzes – 15%:  

Approximately every Thursday there will be a quiz covering material dealt with that week. 

I typically announce Monday or Tuesday what the quiz will be on. No make ups will be 

given except under the direst of circumstances. Quizzes are generally done at the very 

start of class, so avoid being late.      

 

Midterm – 30%:  

The midterm will cover all material taken up from day one of the course and will count as 

30% of the final grade. This written only exam will take place Thurs., October 25, 2018. 

If for whatever reason this date changes, you will be notified well in advance.   

 

Final – 30%:  

The final exam will cover material taken up since the midterm and will count as 30% of the 

final grade. The final will take place Wed., December 19, 2018 @ 9am.
