Each of the components in this course will be graded as Pass or Fail.  
In order to achieve a Pass students need to thoughtfully complete the assignment and show 
effort in the final submission.

This class is meant to be a place where we work through issues and challenges of the 
comprehensive exams. In order for it to be successful students need to come to class and 
engage with their cohort to solve common problems together. Therefore, class attendance and 
active participation will only help the students grow and develop as they prepare for the exams.

These exercises are meant to help students make critical connections between readings on their 
lists, define their focus, and develop coherence across their readings and lists.
