Course Description, Objectives and Expected Learning Outcomes: 

This course familiarizes students with the process of translation and theoretical 
issues associated with it. In all aspects of the course, emphasis will be placed on

the integration of theory and practice. Students will learn basic concepts of 
translation, such as implicature, functionalism, text type, (un-)translatability, 
ethics, etc., and establish a dynamic, self-reflexive context to frame their practice. 
At the end of this course, successful students will be able to: 

• demonstrate an understanding of key issues in translation theory and 
praxis; 

• analyze how time, context, and culture create the framework for a (non-
)literary text and influence the choices made by the translator; 

• develop and implement appropriate strategies for tackling translation 
challenges; 

• critically evaluate their own and others’ translations using professional 
terms; 

• build inter- and cross-cultural awareness in a multilingual setting. 
 
Course Format: 

The objectives of this course will be learned from a combination of formal lectures, 
guest presentations, and group discussions on Zoom, as well as assigned readings and 
audiovisual materials.

Explanatory Notes on Assignments: 

The four assignments will be a way to test knowledge gained from selected readings, 
weekly lectures, and guest lectures. They will consist of different forms of questions, 
including but not limited to multiple choice, true/false, short essay, translation, and 
précis. Longer descriptions will be distributed in class later. 
 
There is no final exam in this course. The final assessment will take a hybrid format of 
task management and final project. Details will be discussed in the second last week of 
class.
