Course Description and Objectives:

This course is designed to introduce students to a variety of contemporary theories and
critical approaches to reading and interpreting literature and culture. The course will
address the foundational issues of sign, language, discourse, text, ideology,
representation, subjectivity and authority through the exploration of such theoretical
strategies as formalism, structuralism, psychoanalysis, reader response,
poststructuralism, postcolonial theory, gender and queer theory, ecocriticism, and
cultural studies. Theoretical readings will be combined with analysis of literary texts in a
variety of genres as well as examples from other media. Class format will include

lectures, presentations, and discussions. By the end of this course successful students
will be able to use a range of theoretical concepts in practical assignments; explain how
theory and critical thought engage with socio-political changes; and present an analysis
of the text(s) of their choice from a specific theoretical perspective.

paper is expected to offer a narrowly focused critical discussion/analysis of a specific aspect of
the theoretical or literary text of your choice from the class reading list.

Final project is a research essay (approx. 2500 words) where you are expected to
present a critical, contextualized analysis of the primary source(s) of your choice. A
research essay will allow you to develop a more complex argument (compared to a
critical response paper) and engage with the current scholarship on the subject.
