Moreover,
students will have developed their critical thinking skills, and will be able to compare
and contrast texts from different mythological and literary traditions.

Exams: The two exams will test students” knowledge of the topics discussed in the two
halves of the course. Students will be given multiple choice questions, short answers and
essay type questions in these exams.

Students are expected to analyze the text based on
specific mythological topics and themes. These essays should be handed in on
designated dates in the second half of the class.
