The course emphasizes 

oral communication while 

developing basic listening, reading 

and writing skills. The focus is on 

everyday communication and daily 

practices. Cultural information is integrated throughout the course materials.

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By the end of the semester, upon completion of this course, the student should be able to: 

(a) Communicate with others: introduce themselves and meet others; talk about interests and 

professions, discuss leisure activities, shopping, eating out, discuss films, sports, and travels. 

(b) Be able to ask everyday questions and engage in everyday conversations  

(c) Be able to order food in a restaurant, buy groceries, inquire about interests and preferences of 

others, discuss trips and vacation, give advice, make arrangements with friends over the phone, 

compare things (groceries, films and other items), and write film reviews 

(d) Be able to write simple texts in Ukrainian (hopefully in ‘cursive’  ) 

(e) Be able to understand simple audio and video texts (such as TV ads). 

 

Method of Language Acquisition:  

UKR 111-112 introduces new model for the beginners’ Ukrainian language class. It meets three 

hours per week face-to-face: Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays. The online sessions students

Our policy in UKR 111-112 is to treat each student as an individual. Our sections are fairly small. This 

allows you to interact with peers and instructors on a more frequent basis, to acquire language skills in a 

more personalized atmosphere, and thus to enhance your performance. This course focuses on the 

communication of practical skills at every step. The lessons are organized around thematic units that 

allow you to function in Ukrainian. (For this reason Ukrainian rules of etiquette will prevail in the 

classroom; students and instructors will reciprocally address each other using the respectful Vy.) 

Other activities will include: verbal games, viewing of video news reports and television 

programs from Ukraine, listening to popular music from Ukraine, and other engaging texts.

5 top students in Ukrainian language course(s) (sequence UKR 111-112, sequence UKR 211-212, 

UKR 306, UKR 307, UKR 308) will receive $300 Award Scholarship  

(sponsored by the Alberta Foundation for Ukrainian Education Society). 

 

 

The following six awards are adjudicated by the Department of Modern Languages and Cultural Studies 

and will appear on the student's transcript: 

 

1 (one) at $700.00 The Ukrainian Catholic Women's League Prize 

is awarded to the student with the highest standing in UKR 111-112 (provided that student has taken a 

normal GPA [30 credits during the year] and has an otherwise satisfactory record) 

 

3 (three) at $500.00 Helen Tkachenko Prize in Russian and/or Ukrainian Language 

is awarded annually to a student in Russian 111-112 (Beginnersʼ Russian) and/or Ukrainian 111-112
