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Course Description, Objectives and Expected Learning Outcomes: 
The course is designed to provide students with an overview of the history of translation 
and of contributions made by translators to intellectual and cultural history. The roles of 
the translator, and of translation, will be analyzed diachronically in order to gain some 
understanding of how translation has been practiced, perceived, applied and 
appropriated over the last five thousand years.  
 
At the end of the course, students will be able to discuss basic principles governing the 
various traditions and different types of translations (scientific, religious, literary, 
technical) in the history of the world and name famous translators from various places.  

 
Course Format: The objectives of this course will be learned through a combination of 
synchronous lectures and discussions and asynchronous readings and assignments.
