COVID UPDATE 

The Archdiocesan website notes that dispensation from the obligation to 

attend Sunday Mass continues. Parishes that have livestreaming 

capabilities are encouraged to continue with livestreaming Masses for 

those who are not comfortable with returning to Mass in person. SJC will 

do this for the 9:30 mass until further notice. 

The caedm.ca website states “while recognizing that a person is not 

required to wear a face mask while participating in a worship service at a 

place of worship, we strongly recommend that people continue to wear 

masks.” I note that no one at SJC has made a fuss about wearing masks, 

and parishioners have worn masks without complaint thus far. We will 

continue to do so. If anyone forgets a mask, ask one of the priests: there 

are extras in the sacristy.

We are once again celebrating daily mass Monday to Thursday, in the 

main chapel. We are using the main chapel because there is more space 

for social distancing and better ventilation (Kateri chapel has no windows.)
